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Castle Street, RB Kingston upon Thames
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Description
The scheme is part of Link 122 (LCN routes 3,33,& 74), which is
one of the three north/south routes running within the Kingston
relief road. Proposals for restricting access to vehicles in Castle
Street were considered in 1993 by the Highways and
Transportation Committee and included in the draft Unitary
Development Plan (UDP). The Kingston Town Neighbourhood
Committee also considered proposals for restricting vehicular traf -
fic in Castle Street in July 1999 and September 2001 and approved
the scheme in principle subject to consultation and funding.

However, it was not until 2005/06 that funding was secured
through the Borough Spending Plan submission to implement the
scheme with funding from Walking, LCN+, Local Area Accessibility
and through Section 106 Transport Fund contributions. The main
benefits of the scheme are the removal of vehicular traffic from a
busy pedestrian and cycle route, which improves safety and allows
for the allocation of cycle parking and licensed café seats and
chairs. RB Kingston councillors were universally in favour of the
scheme and the scheme is generally well liked by most stakeholder
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
