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LCN+ scheme profile

Harrow Lodge Park LB Havering
Description
The scheme forms part of Link 91 which is a north/south
route running between Romford Town Centre in the north and
Rainham in the south. The Link 91 CRISP study highlighted
the alignment through Harrow Lodge Park as a barrier to
cycling, as the path was substandard and led cyclists into
potential conflict with pedestrians at the two narrow bridges
across the middle of the boating lake. Cyclists were asked to
dismount at the bridges and due to the lack of lighting the
route was not suitable for 24 hour use. This lack of continu -
ity and personal safety led to the recommendation of a new
shared-use path around the western edge of the boating lake.
A desire line to the west of lake was highlighted during the
CRIM, and later the site survey completed for the feasibility
report noted the worn turf along this route. This realignment

serves to give cyclists improved access to the tennis courts,
playground and pavilion and eliminates potential conflict at
the narrow bridges. The LCN+ PM team completed a design
check on the scheme providing comments relating to signage
and gate access. These were later incorporated into the 
finished scheme designs. The scheme was recently completed
and in addition to the cycle and pedestrian facilities, lamp
columns were provided at 30m intervals to make the route
available for 24-hour usage. A 1.4m high protective fence
around the western edge of the boating lake was also provid -
ed to improve safety conditions for users. Stakeholders 
initially expressed concern over the additional maintenance
costs of the lighting but users of the route have expressed
their appreciation for the final scheme.
